MARK SCHEME FOR 3 MARK QUESTIONS

MAY 2009
5(a) (i) Define the term marginality in relation to religion. [3]

0 no attempt to define marginality

1 marginality defined in a simplistic way such as ‘at the edge’

2 the meaning of marginality is further expanded by showing wider understanding, such as not in the mainstream, but this may not be linked to sociological knowledge

3 an accurate sociological definition of religious marginality such as those individuals who are not included in the mainstream of society and seek refuge in minority religious groups, but this may be purely theoretical and does not have to contain examples

6(a) (i) Define the term religious pluralism. [3]

0 no attempt to define religious pluralism

1 religious pluralism explained in a simplistic way such as ‘lots of religions’

2 the meaning of religious pluralism further expanded by showing wider understanding

 of the concept as based on an individual society but this may not be linked sociological knowledge

3 an accurate sociological definition of religious pluralism, but this may be purely theoretical and does not have to contain examples

NOVEMBER 2008

5 (a) (i) Define the term disengagement in relation to religion. [3]

0 no attempt to define disengagement

1 disengagement explained in a simplistic way such as ‘being apart’

2 the meaning of disengagement further expanded by showing wider understanding but this may not be linked to sociological knowledge

3 an accurate sociological definition of disengagement but this may be purely theoretical and does not have to contain examples linked to religion

6 (a) (i) Define the term church. [3]

0 no attempt to define church

1 church explained in a simplistic way such as ‘a place where you pray’

2 the meaning of church further expanded by showing wider understanding but this may not be linked to sociological knowledge

3 an accurate sociological definition of church is given but this may be purely theoretical and does not have to contain examples

5 (a) (i) Define the term religious organisation. [3]

0 no attempt to define religious organisation

1 religious organisation defined in a simplistic way such as ‘a prayer group’

2 the meaning of religious organisation further expanded by showing wider understanding but this may not be linked to sociological knowledge

3 an accurate sociological definition of religious organisation but this may be purely theoretical and does not have to contain examples

6 (a) (i) Define the term cultural defence. [3]

0 no attempt to define cultural defence

1 cultural defence explained in a simplistic way such as ‘defending your culture’

2 the meaning of cultural defence further expanded by showing wider understanding but this may not be linked sociological knowledge

3 an accurate sociological definition of cultural defence but this may be purely theoretical and does not have to contain examples

NOVEMBER 2007

5 (a) (i) Define the term religious disenchantment. [3]

0 No attempt to define religious disenchantment.

1 Religious disenchantment defined in a simplistic way such as ‘people no longer believe in ritual’.

2 The meaning of religious disenchantment further expanded by showing wider understanding but this may not be linked to sociological knowledge.

3 An accurate sociological definition of religious disenchantment but this may be purely theoretical and does not have to contain examples.

6 (a) (i) Define the term religious pluralism. [3]

0 No attempt to define religious pluralism such as toleration of other religious groups, the ability to change religion within a society, ecumenicalism.

1 Religious pluralism explained in a simplistic way such as ‘lots of religion’.

2 The meaning of religious pluralism further expanded by showing wider understanding but this may not be linked sociological knowledge.

3 An accurate sociological definition of religious pluralism but this may be purely theoretical and does not have to contain examples.

MAY 2007

5 (a) (i) Define the term social function. [3]

There is no requirement for this answer to contain evaluation

0 no attempt to define social function

1 social function is explained in a simplistic way such as ‘a job’

2 the meaning of social function is further expanded by showing wider understanding but this may not be linked to sociological examples or religion such as ‘a job that helps society’

3 an accurate sociological definition of social function is presented but this may be purely theoretical and does not have to contain examples e.g. ‘an action carried out by an institution of society that helps the society to operate efficiently’

6 (a) (i) Define the term new religious movements. [3]

There is no requirement for this answer to contain evaluation

0 no attempt to define N.R.M.s

1 N.R.M.s explained in a simplistic way such as ‘new groups’

2 the meaning of N.R.M.s further expanded by showing wider understanding but this may not be linked to sociological explanations e.g. ‘groups of individuals that have religious links’

3 an accurate sociological definition of N.R.M.s but this may be purely theoretical and does not have to contain examples such as ‘groups of individuals that first emerged in the 1960s that look at religion in new ways or return to more fundamental ways’
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
